Welcome to Northwest Equine Veterinary Associates.  Our practice provides the most current and progressive veterinary care available for your horse(s).  We have 24-hour Emergency Service 365 days a year.  This letter outlines our “Farm Package Plan” that we provide for facilities that enroll 10 or more horses:
Deworming:

Every 8 weeks we will alternate between Equimax, Panacur, Quest and Strongid for optimum control of all types of parasitic worms.

Vaccines:

We offer all types of vaccines available today.  Most barns have many horses coming in and going out, i.e., new boarders and horses going to and from shows.  Therefore, our Package Plan includes biannual Flu and Rhino vaccines along with yearly vaccines.  
At each visit your horse will have a general health examination to monitor overall body condition and to help prevent any health problems or concerns.  Biannually, each horse receives a thorough physical exam and oral checkup.  Dentals will be scheduled as needed during the year.  
There is never a farm call fee for the Package Plan.  Vaccines and dewormers are discounted 20%.

Basic Equine Dental float is approx. $250-350 with sedation and Bute or Banamine administration. 
As the time for the Package Plan nears, owners may sign up for other types of work needed, i.e., dental floats, sheath cleaning, extra physical exams, lameness exams, Health and Coggins Certificates, etc.  These services are additional at regular price.  Our office will contact the barn manager to schedule a Package Day.  Sheets may be posted at your barn to sign up for an additional work.  You must notify our office prior to Package Day of any additional services you wish done on your horse(s).  This allows us to schedule adequate time for our doctors to complete the extra work.

The benefit of the “Farm Package Plan” is that with one of our veterinarians being at the farm every 8 weeks, you know that your horse(s) are being taken care of, as well as being assure that other horses on the property are being kept current.

I also understand that it is my responsibility to personally contact Northwest Equine and authorize any additional services to be done, i.e., dentals, sheath cleanings, etc.

I understand that if I am new to this barn and my horse(s) have had their vaccines brought current before coming into the barn, they will be added to the schedule accordingly.  Please let our office know which vaccines were given prior to arrival.  If we have no vaccine history on your horse(s), they will automatically receive the required vaccines on the next Package day schedule following your arrival (this give you approximately 6 weeks to contact us with prior vaccination history).

Note:  If you know your horse(s) will be due for any vaccines prior to any riding activities, i.e., horse shows, long trail rides, etc., you may choose not to have the vaccines prior to that event as they may have a secondary reaction, i.e., swelling, stiffness, etc., and possibly may not perform to the best of their ability.  If you make the choice not to vaccinate at the scheduled Package date, it is your responsibility to notify our office personally, otherwise your horse(s) will automatically be vaccinated on the next Package day.
